How many planets are in the Solar System?

Nearest to the Sun,only rocky material could withstand the heat when the solar system was

young. For this reason,the first four planets - Mercury,Venus,Earth,and Mars - are terrestrial planets.

Our solar system''s majestic giants - Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, Neptune - and their trains of moons might almost

be considered solar systems in their own right. Some of these moons could well be habitable worlds; one of

them, Titan, has a thick atmosphere, rain, rivers and lakes, though composed of methane and ethane instead of

water.

The search for life beyond Earth is really just getting started, but science has an encouraging early answer:

there are plenty of planets in the galaxy, many with similarities to our own. But what we don''t know fills

volumes.
