It takes about 305 Earth years for this dwarf planet to make one trip around the sun. Eris. Originally

designated 2003 UB313 (and nicknamed for the television warrior Xena by its discovery team), it is one of the

largest known dwarf planets in our solar system. It''s about the same size as Pluto but is three times farther

from the Sun.

The planets of our Solar System are listed based on their distance from the Sun. There are, of course, the dwarf

planets Ceres, Pluto, Haumea, Makemake, and Eris; however, they are in a different class. Among the dwarf

planets, Pluto was listed as a planet the longest.

Saturn follows closely behind with a diameter of around 72,367 miles (116,464 kilometers).

The largest planet in our solar system by far is Jupiter, which beats out all the other planets in both mass and

volume. Jupiter''s mass is more than 300 times that of Earth, and its diameter, at 140,000 km, is about 11 times
