How many planets are in our solar system?

First the quick facts: Our Solar System has eight "official" planets which orbit the Sun. Here are the planets

listed in order of their distance from the Sun: Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, and

Neptune. An easy mnemonic for remembering the order is "My Very Educated Mother Just Served Us

What is the order of the planets from the sun?

In our Solar System, there are eight planets. The planets in order from the Sun based on their distance are

Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, and Neptune. The planets of our Solar System are listed

based on their distance from the Sun.

There are 8 planets in our solar system, they are Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and

Neptune. Planets in our solar system can be divided into two main groups, Terrestrial Planets and Gas Giants.

What are the characteristics of the planets?

A planet is defined as a celestial body moving in an elliptical orbit around a star. Ultimately, a planet does

three things: It has to orbit a star, must have enough gravity to create a spherical shape, and must be able to

move away from any objects of the same size near its trajectory.

Our solar system is home to eight planets, several dwarf planets, over 200 moons, countless asteroids, comets,

meteors, and other forms of planetary debris. For most of history, it was believed that our solar system was the

only one.

Our solar system has eight planets: Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter,

Saturn, Uranus and Neptune. With the exception of Uranus and Neptune, each of these planets can be seen

unaided. All eight planets can be see through the use of an inexpensive amateur telescope or binoculars.
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The solar system is also known as a planetary system. Since the 1990s scientists have found many planetary

systems beyond our solar system. In these systems, one or more planets orbit a star--just as the eight planets in

our solar system orbit the Sun. These planets are called extrasolar planets.
